CREATING VIDEOS WITH SHOWBIZ

WHAT DO YOU THINK?

You took lots of pictures while on vacation in Hawaii.  You’ve spent weeks enhancing the pictures using Adobe PhotoShop so you could surprise you parents with a photobook as a Christmas gift.   Your friend sees the book and loves the photos. 

SCENARIO 1:  When the house is empty, your friend breaks in and steals the book.  How does this make you feel?  What do you do?

SCENARIO 2:  You let your friend use your computer and he downloads the pictures to his usb drive. Eventually he posts the pictures on his Facebook page.  Next thing you know, the Hawaiin Tourist Board contacts him offering to buy the pictures.  The tourist board then posts the pictures and gives your friend credit on their website, which is viewed by millions.  Before he knows it, your friend is selling your pictures to other groups.  He doesn’t make a ton of money – but it is nice to have a little extra in his pocket – especially since he doesn’t have to do anything except keep the pictures on a website.  After awhile, your friend gets some well-paid photography jobs.  He even wins some awards with your photos.  Life is good.   How does this make you feel?  What do you do?
PICTURES, MUSIC, VIDEO CLIPS etc.

COPYRIGHT ISSUES

OWNERSHIP:

The person who creates a photograph/painting/sculpture/piece of writing etc. OWNS that piece of work.  No one may steal it either physically or digitally.  
To use another person’s creation, you must have that person’s permission AND you must cite that person.  Permission is NOT the same thing as citing a source.

Using someone else’s work without their permission is STEALING.
FAIR USE:

In the classroom only (NOT in the auditorium, NOT outside the school and NOT on the web) – you may use pictures, music and other creations for educational purposes.  You must cite the person whose work you use.  You do not need to get permission, unless your project is used outside the classroom (on the web, at a club meeting etc.)
ISSUES TO THINK ABOUT:
· Who owns the images you find on Google images?  HINT:  Google does NOT own the images it searches for, and therefore cannot give you permission to use them.
· Who owns music files?

· Who owns the videos on YouTube?

· Are there any copyright/permission free sources of pictures, sound files and video clips? HINT: Check your school or public library web pages.
SOME WARNINGS:
If you are SURE that you will only use this project in class, you may use the pictures without formal permission.  DON’T FORGET TO CITE ALL THE FILES AND CLIPS.

If you would like to post or use your projects outside the classroom or on the net – you MUST:

1. Get permission to use ALL files that you did not personally create.

2. Cite every file or clip that you did not personally create.

DANGER!!  DANGER!!  DANGER!!

Do NOT use Disney images under ANY circumstances.  They have a huge staff whose only job is to find copyright violations.  If you project gets into someone else’s hands and gets posted with your name on it, they WILL come after you.  They don’t care who they sue – an individual or the U.S. government.  They will sue, they will win, and you WILL become very poor.
Q.  WHEN DO YOU HAVE TO CITE A PICTURE OR SOUND FILE?   

A.  ALWAYS, ALWAYS, ALWAYS

Q.  WHEN DO YOU HAVE TO GET PERMISSION TO USE A PICTURE OR A SOUND FILE?  

A.  WHENEVER YOU MAKE IT PUBLIC (Anywhere outside of the classroom – including the internet)

	CLASSROOM ONLY?

Only Citation required

	Google Images/Yahoo etc. 
	OK  to use (citation only)

	Images from the Copyright Free Images Page on the library page.
	OK to use (citation only)

	PUBLIC PERFORMANCE?

(includes auditoriums, events, Facebook & ALL websites)
Permission AND Citation Required

	Google Images/Yahoo etc.
	MUST have BOTH written permission from the creator AND citation

	Images from the Copyright Free Images Page on the library page.
	MUST have a citation.  MIGHT need permission.  Check the regulations on the specific website.

(Regulations might say “free for any use.”  Might say “free for personal, but not public use.”)


CREATING A MOVIE USING SHOW BIZ
SESSION 1 – Starting Your Showbiz Project

1. Open My Computer & click on your student drive

2. Create a new folder (click file/new/folder/ & then name the folder)

3. Drag the folder to the desktop

4. Gather pictures and save them to the project folder on your desktop

5. Find sound files and save the files to the project folder on your desktop (if using a song from a CD, you will need to use Goldwave, audacity or some other sound editing software to convert the song as a wave file)
6. Open ShowBiz and start working on your movie 

7. Save the ShowBiz Project to the project folder on your desktop (file/save as /choose project folder on your desktop/click “OK”)
8. Open “My Computer” 

9. Drag the desktop folder to your student drive.  Do NOT open the student drive.  Just drop the desktop folder on top of the drive.  The folder will automatically go into your drive.  When asked about replacing files, click “yes to all”
SESSION 2 – Opening & Working On An Existing ShowBiz Project

1. Click “My Computer” & locate your project folder on your student folder
2. Drag the project folder to the desktop
3. Open the Showbiz program and then open your project, making sure it is from the desktop folder NOT your student drive

4. Work on your project 
5. When you are done, drag the desktop folder to your student drive.  When it asks about replacing files, click “yes to all”
REPEAT SESSION 2 UNTIL THE PROJECT IS DONE
	SUMMARY

	ALWAYS create AND work on projects from the desktop folder


	ALWAYS drag the project folder to your student drive when done



Working with the ShowBiz Program
1. Locate your project folder on your student drive
2. Drag the folder to your desktop

3. Click start/programs/ArcSoft Showbiz DVD2
4. Click Capture, create or edit video/Get from album

5. Click file/new project

6. Click drop down arrow, choose “new album”, and give the project a title
7. Click “click here” to add your first picture (make SURE you are getting the picture from the DESKTOP folder, not your student drive folder)
8. Click the folder icon to choose more pictures until all pictures are in the Showbiz folder

9. Click the folder icon to add your sound file

10. Drag & drop pictures to the “filmstrip” storyboard icon

11. Click the “timeline” tab and add music clip to the music strip below the filmstrip

12. Click on picture icons to add text (you have to drag the text style down to the picture on the “filmstrip”)
13. Experiment with adding transitions and effects & adjusting the timing for the pictures and the sound file(s).
14. Save the project to your desktop and then click the export tab
15. Under video type, make sure to choose Micorsoft AVI file which is the default option.  OPTIONAL:  To save your project on a DVD, you need to choose DVD file from the drop down menu.


16. Click the start button (in showbiz – not your computer start button) and then save to desktop as an avi file.  This will allow  you to show your project as a completed video even on a computer that does NOT have the Showbiz program.


17. Save the ShowBiz Project to the project folder on your desktop (file/save project as /choose project folder on your desktop/click “OK”)

18. Open “My Computer” & click on your student drive

19. Drag the desktop folder to your student drive.  When it asks about replacing files, click “yes to all” 
FINAL STEP – UPLOADING THE AVI FILE TO THE STUDENTSHARE DRIVE
1. Make sure you have saved everything on your desktop folder.

2. Drag the desktop folder to your student drive & then close the student drive

3. Open the appropriate folder on your studentshare drive (click “my computer”, click  “studentshare” drive and then click on  a folder as instructed by your teacher
4. Open your desktop folder

5. Click the AVI version of your Showbiz video and drag it to the folder your teacher has set up for the project in the studentshare drive.
